     On behalf of the Board of Trustees, the Library Staff and the entire Seaford community I offer my sincere           

condolences, good thoughts and earnest prayers to Jim’s wife Cathy, his son and daughter and their spouses and his five 

grandchildren.

Print-On-Demand Museum Passes 

Our Museum Pass Program: Better Than Ever! 

As of now, several museums will switch over to Print-on-Demand, which allows you to print out the        

museum pass from home. Simply make your reservation for the day you plan to visit, print your pass, and 

you’re ready to go! There’s no need to return Print-on-Demand passes to the library, and there are no overdue 

fines for them either. 

If you don’t have access to a printer, you can come into the library and we’ll print the pass for you. These 

passes MUST be presented in printed format – electronic versions (on smartphones or tablets) will not be 

accepted by museums at this time.

¶ For museums NOT participating in Print-On-Demand, passes may be borrowed for 3 days. For example, a 

pass borrowed on Monday is due on Wednesday by the Library’s closing time. 

¶ For all of our Museum Passes, you may still Reserve Online, or by calling or visiting us at the Adult     

Reference Desk. 

¶ Printable passes are only valid for the date of use, which is the date of reservation. 

¶ Only 1 pass reservation is allowed within a 30-day window. That applies to both returnable and printable 

passes.
